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Introduction

Admin Report Kit for SharePoint 2007 (ARKSP) is a powerful configuration and usage
reporting tool for Microsoft Office SharePoint Server 2007 and Microsoft Windows SharePoint
Services 3.0. ARKSP presents information across web applications, site collection, sites and lists
in SharePoint in simple report formats.
ARKSP collects configuration information about Web Applications, Site Collection, Sites and its
sub-sites, List Configuration and List Details etc. and presents them in a useful format for
SharePoint Administrators and Users.
The functional benefits of using ARK for SharePoint 2007 include:

e Reports are conveniently organized according to SharePoint information hierarchy.

¢ View information about how certain features in SharePoint are being used by users

e Schedule report generation process to off-peak hours

e Filter unwanted fields and select the desired fields to report.

e Customize reports for display, print, export and publish.
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1) ARK for SharePoint 2007 Installation Requirements

Hardware: Intel Pentium processor, 512 MB of RAM, 4 MB disk space to install DocKIT

Operating System: Windows 2003 (or) Windows Server 2008 with .NET Framework 3.0 or
higher with the latest service packs.

Software: Microsoft Office SharePoint Server 2007 (or) Windows SharePoint Services 3.0 (64-bit
/ 32-bit) with latest Service Pack

Database: Microsoft SQL Server 2005 (Enterprise / Standard / Developer / Express edition)
running in local / remote computer

Microsoft Data Access Components (MDAC) v2.8 only

Note: ARKSP must be installed in the web front-end server / application server in the
SharePoint farm.

Installation Instructions Once you download the software, install applications packages (.msi)
depending on your import requirements. The simple setup wizard will guide you through the
installation process.

e ARKSP2007_x86_v3.x.msi in order to install ARK for SharePoint 2007 application in
Windows 2003 i 32 bit environment. You can use this setup file to install ARKSP
application in the Front-end Web Server / Windows SharePoint Services 3.0 installed
server.

e ARKSP2007_x64_v3.x.msi in order to install ARK for SharePoint 2007 application in
Windows 2003 i 64 bit environment. You can use this setup file to install ARKSP
application in the Front-end Web Server / Windows SharePoint Services 3.0 installed
server.
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2) ARK for SharePoint 2007 Installation Option

ARK for SharePoint 2007 can be installed either from the installation file available on your hard
disk, or you can download the latest installation file from website (www.vyapin.com).

Before you start installing ARKSP, we strongly recommend that you visit the website to check for
a new installation file. This way you can be sure to install the latest available version of ARK for
SharePoint 2007.

ARK for SharePoint 2007 (ARKSP) product's evaluation version has the 15-day limit.

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3) ARKSP Installation Process

To install ARK for SharePoint 2007 on your computer, you need to get the latest installation file.
We recommended getting the latest installation file online. You can download the file from the

website (http://www.vyapin.com) / Downloads section.

Once you have downloaded and saved the installation file on your hard disk, you can launch the
installation process. The installation is a sequence of dialog windows with a brief description of

what do at each step. In the following, we offer an explanation for each dialog window:

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3.11. How to uninstall ARKSP?

When you create Power Report tasks in ARKSP, the application creates Windows Scheduled
Tasks (to run the Power Report tasks at the specified time interval) where ARKSP is installed.
While running the Quick Reports or Power Report task, ARKSP creates ARKSP Settings folder to
store the application settings, Log folder to store error log file, Export folder for exported reports,
Power Reports folder for Power Reports task related information, SQL Server database for data
storage.

When you uninstall ARKSP through Control Panel - Add / Remove Programs applet, Windows
Installer program will remove only the application files from your machine. But, the application
related files created by ARKSP remain in the computer. In order to remove ARKSP worker files
completely, the uninstall wizard provides a set of cleanup options to perform the cleanup
operation based your selection.

Use this wizard to clean up the files that are created by Admin Report Kit for SharePoint 2007
application selectively and uninstall ARKSP completely from the machine.

Launch the uninstall wizard by clicking Start -> Programs -> Admin Report Kit for SharePoint
2007 -> ARKSP Uninstall Wizard.

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4) ARKSP User Interface

4.1. How to get started?

Before beginning to use ARK for SharePoint 2007 to generate reports, you must enable a few
settings and configure the application database as outlined below:

SharePoint Settings:

1. SharePoint user permissions: ARKSP uses the currently logged on user account while
running Quick Reports (under interactive mode) and uses 'Run As' account while running
Power Reports task (run as a scheduled task or using Run Now option) to generate the
corresponding reports.

ARKSP requires the above mentioned user account to be:

a) Member of administrators group in SharePoint Server and Database Server
[This will be useful if you are generating reports for multiple SharePoint sites residing in
different web applications]

OR

b) Application pool user account of a web application
[This will be useful if you are generating reports for a single web application hosting the
SharePoint site]

OR

¢) Farm Administrators group of the SharePoint farm

Recommendation: It may be of help to use a domain admin account who is member of
administrators group in SharePoint and the SQL Servers to generate the SharePoint reports for
all web applications seamlessly.

2. Audit Settings - ARKSP provides Audit Reports across Site Collections and Lists available
in SharePoint web application. You have to enable audit settings in MOSS / WSS to view
these reports in ARKSP.

3. Usage Analysis Settings - ARKSP presents usage information about various SharePoint
objects namely, web application, site and list item as recorded in the STS / lIS log files. In
order to generate these reports successfully, you need to enable STS / lIS logging in
SharePoint and IS respectively.

SQL Server Settings

ARKSP uses SQL Server database for its data storage to generate SharePoint reports. ARKSP
requires an SQL Server running SQL Server 2005 (Enterprise / Standard / Express editions) to
connect and create a database. ARKSP will connect to the specified SQL Server based on
authentication mode and user credential to manage its own application databases. You have to
specify the suitable SQL Server settings in ARKSP to view these reports in ARKSP.

ARKSP uses the USER ACCOUNT based on the SQL authentication mode set in SQL Server
settings in ARKSP to create database and store report data.

The USER ACCOUNT denotes the currently logged on user account while running Quick Reports
(under interactive mode) and denotest he 6 Run Asd6 account while
(run as a scheduled task or using Run Now option). You can also use an exclusive SQL user
account to create and manage its own application database. Please not that ARKSP requires the
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USER ACCOUNT to have sufficient privilege to create, add and delete database in the SQL
server.
ARKSP Features
ARKSP features are broadly classified as follows:
A. Quick Reports T Provides a set of SharePoint configuration, permissions, usage and
audit reports for web application, site collection, site and list and their items. This task

option is ideally suited for quick glance of the current SharePoint information.

B. Custom Reports i Facilitates cust omi zi ng ARKSPo6s Quick Reports ou
the desired fields and their field order.

C. Power Reports T The Power Reports wuses O0OTaskO6 based app!
select multiple reports with customized (sub-set) fields, define report criteria and
schedule export of reports periodically. This feature will enable the user to export multiple
reports for several sites / lists in SharePoint at periodic intervals.

ARESF requires Director Server to refrieve Active Directony information like group membership and wzer
information for certain reporks.

To zpecify Directory Server zettings, gata Tools - Directory Server Settings men.
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4.2. How to configure SQL Server Settings

ARKSP uses SQL Server database for its data storage to generate SharePoint reports. ARKSP
requires an SQL Server running SQL Server 2005 (Enterprise / Standard / Express editions) to
connect and crate a database. ARKSP will connect to the specified SQL Server based on
authentication mode and user credential to manage its own application databases.

ARKSP will prompt for the SQL settings (Server name, authentication mode, user name and
password) when Quick Reports / Power Reports / Custom Reports feature is launched for the
very first time. SQL Server Settings dialog appears as shown below :

Subsequently, ARKSP maintains its application settings (SQL settings, E-mail settings, Power
Reports tasks and history) in a set of XML files created in the application installation folder.

You can also specify SQL Server settings to use by clicking Tools -> SQL Server settings menu
in the ARKSP main application window.

How ARKSP manages database in SQL Server using the given SQL settings:
User Authentication:

To connect to SQL Server, ARKSP uses the relevant user accounts based on the authentication
mode as listed below:

A. Windows Authentication:

In this method, ARKSP uses the currently logged on user account while running Quick Reports
(under interactive mode) and uses 'Run As' account while running Power Reports task (run as a
scheduled task or using Run Now option) to authenticate the user in SQL Server.
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B. SQL Authentication:

In this method, ARKSP uses the specified SQL user account and password for running Quick
Reports and Power Reports tasks. ARKSP stores the SQL user name and password as a user
profile in 'Stored User Names and Passwords' applet for its usage.

Read Profile Manager for more details.

2 Note: ARKSP expects the user account to have sufficient privileges to create, add to and
delete database in the SQL server.

Database creation

ARKSP creates databases in SQL Server as per the information outlined below:

a.

Quick Reports

Quick Reports feature in ARKSP creates a single application database in the default data
storage location used by the SQL Server during application launch. ARKSP uses the
following naming convention for its Quick Reports database:

ARKSPDATA-<SERVER NAME>

For example: ARKSP creates '"ARKSPDATA-RD61' with data (ARKSPData-RD61.mdf") and
log (ARKSPData-RD61_log.LDF) files stored in the default SQL data folder in the SQL
server (C:\Program Files\Microsoft SQL Server\MSSQL.1\MSSQL\Data).

Power Reports

Power Reports feature in ARKSP creates a database in the default data storage location
used by the SQL Server for every run instance of the Power Reports (scheduled) task,
either at the scheduled time interval or when using Run Now option. ARKSP uses the
following name convention for its Power Reports database:

For Scheduled Run: ARKSPDATA-<SERVER NAME>-<TASK NAME>-
<yyyymmddhhmmss>

For Run Now: ARKSPDATA-<SERVER NAME>-<TASK NAME>-RUNNOW-
<yyyymmddhhmmss>

For example, ARKSP creates

Scheduled Run: 'ARKSPDATA-RD61-ListDetails-20081125120409' with data
(ARKSPDATA-RD61-ListDetails-20081125120409.mdf') and log (ARKSPDATA-RD61-
ListDetails-20081125120409 log.LDF")

Run Now: 'ARKSPDATA-RD61-ListDetails-RUNNOW-20081125120409' with data
('ARKSPDATA-RD61-ListDetails-RUNNOW-20081125120409.mdf'") and log (ARKSPDATA-
RD61-ListDetails-RUNNOW-20081125120409 log.LDF").

The above files are stored in the default SQL data folder in the SQL server (C:\Program
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Files\Microsoft SQL Server\MSSQL.1\MSSQL\Data)

Database cleanup

ARKSP does not delete the Quick Reports database. You must delete the database manually
after uninstalling ARKSP application.

ARKSP deletes the Power Reports database after generating the reports as specified by the

user. You can also cleanup the ARKSP database corresponding to a task or a task history

instance using the O6éRemove alldé or ARKSPhonaie 6 or 6 Cl
application.
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4.3. E-mail Settings

ARKSP provides the option to e-mail the reports generated using Power Reports tasks. For e-
mailing reports, ARKSP requires SMTP Server, From E-mail Address, To E-mail Addresses
(recipients separated by semicolon) and the e-mail report format. ARKSP maintains a single
SMTP Server and a From E-mail Address for use by all Power Report tasks. You can specify a
separate set of To e-mail addresses (recipients), e-mail report format, subject and body of the
message for each Power Report task.

You can set SMTP Server and From Address by clicking Tools -> E-mail settings menu in the
ARKSP main application window, as shown below:

4.4, Directory Server Settings

ARKSP uses Directory Server to retrieve Active Directory information like group membership and
user information for certain reports. ARKSP expects a Global Catalog Server as input to Directory
Server and an user credential to connect to the directory server. ARKSP will connect based on

authentication mode and user credential to the specified Directory Server to retrieve AD
information.

Directory Server Settings dialog in ARKSP appears as shown below:

To connect to Directory Server, ARKSP uses the relevant user accounts based on the connect
option as listed below:
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A. Currently logged on user:

In this method, ARKSP uses the currently logged on user account to connect to the Directory
Server to retrieve AD information while running Quick Reports (under interactive mode) and uses
'Run As' account while running Power Reports task (run as a scheduled task or using Run Now
option).

B. Specific user account:
In this method, ARKSP uses the specified user account and password to retrieve AD information
while running Quick Reports and Power Reports tasks. ARKSP stores the user name and

password as a user profile in 'Stored User Names and Passwords' applet for its usage.

Read Profile Manager for more detalils.

2 Note: ARKSP expects the user account to have sufficient privileges to connect to the Active
Directory Global Catalog Server, bind to the relevant AD group / user object to retrieve its detailed
information from Active Directory.
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4.5. IIS Log Files Directory

ARKSP requires IIS Log Files Directory to be configured to generate reports such as List Visits,
Last Deleted Items (Library only) under List category reports and Page Visits under Web

Application category reports.

1. You can set lIS Log Files Directory by clicking Tools -> IIS Log Files Directory menu in the

ARKSP main application window, as shown below:

The stored user profile persists for all subsequent logon sessions on the same computer where
ARKSP is installed. The stored user profiles are visible to the application under other logon
sessions on the same computer.

The stored user profile created by ARKSP is restricted to the Windows User Profile context. If the
Windows User Profile is maintained locally, ARKSP stored user profile is accessible only by the
same user in the same computer. If the user who creates ARKSP stored user profile, has a
Roaming user account in the enterprise, the ARKSP stored user profile can be accessed by the
same user in any computer in the Windows enterprise.

The stored user profile is a generic credential of Windows Stored User Names and Passwords
applet and can be used by ARKSP application only.
