Introduction 

 
XPlica for SharePoint 2007 enables SharePoint users to migrate documents and its 
associated metadata from one SharePoint library to another. XPlica migrates SharePoint 
libraries, folders, documents, version histories and metadata to the desired destination 
location. XPlica supports both SharePoint 2003 (SharePoint Portal Server 2003 and 
Windows SharePoint Services 2.0) environment and SharePoint 2007 (Microsoft Office 
SharePoint Server 2007 and Windows SharePoint Services 3.0) environments. 
 
XPlica software has been designed and developed to address the specific needs of 
companies that are deploying Microsoft Office SharePoint Servers / Windows 
SharePoint Services. The functional benefits of using XPlica for SharePoint 2007 
include: 
 
Á Selectively migrates SharePoint library contents to another SharePoint library 

residing in the same or different SharePoint server 
 
Á Migrates contents from SharePoint 2003 (SPS and WSS 2.0) to SharePoint 2007 

(MOSS 2007 and WSS 3.0) 
 
Á Selectively migrate folders, documents, document versions and metadata 

 
Á Sync documents between SharePoint libraries without the need to backup and 

restore items 
 
Á Preserves the source library structure 

 
Á Migrates document versions along with the history information or the most recent 

version 
 
Á Updates matching SharePoint column values automatically 

 
Á Associates metadata stored in an external reference file (CSV / Excel / TXT 

format) to the respective documents in SharePoint 
 
Á Propagates the original document's Created Date, Last Modified Date, Created 

By, Modified By, Content types and Content Approval fields to the equivalent 
system fields in SharePoint for each folder / document available in the source 
location.

Á Run migrations task through command-line or Windows Task Scheduler interface

XPlica Web Services component has been designed and developed to address the 
specific needs of users who desire to migrate documents' System Dates (Created Date 
and Last Modified Date), System Users (Created By and Modified By) and Content 
Approval (Approved, Pending and Draft) of folders / files to the Microsoft Office 
SharePoint Server (MOSS 2007) / Windows SharePoint Services 3.0 (WSS 3.0) site 
libraries. 
 

o Enables users to migrate System Dates (Created Date and Last Modified Date), 
System Users (Created By and Modified By) and Content Approval (Approved, 
Pending and Draft) of folders / files by running XPlica for SharePoint 2007 
application in a remote computer / user desktop, instead of running XPlica 
application in the destination SharePoint server. 

 
o Enables users to migrate the system fields regardless of the platform architecture

Software: Windows XP (or) Windows Vista (or) Windows Server 2003 with the latest 
service packs and .NET Framework 2.0 or higher 
  
Microsoft Office 2007 Suite or Microsoft Office 2007 Compatibility Pack (required when 
importing Office 2007 format based file properties) 
 
Installation Instructions Once you download the software, install applications 
packages (.msi) depending on your import requirements. The simple setup wizard will 
guide you through the installation process. 
 

 XPlica2007.msi in order to install XPlica for SharePoint 2007 application. You 
can use this setup file to install XPlica application in the SharePoint Server or any 
client machine running Windows XP or Windows Vista (32-bit or 64-bit 
platforms).

 Xplica2007_WebServices_x64.msi in order to install XPlica Web Services 
component for 64-bit Windows 2003 Server. You can use this setup file to install 
XPlica Web Services component in 64-bit Windows Server 2003 running 
Microsoft Office SharePoint Server 2007 or Windows SharePoint Services v3.0, 
in order to propagate the Created Date, Last Modified Date, Created By, Modified 
By, Content Approval Status & Comments fields from the source documents. 

  
IMPORTANT: You do not have to install XPlica Web Services component 
(XPlica2007_WebServices_x86.msi or XPlica2007_WebServices_x64.msi), if you do not 
wish to propagate the Created Date, Last Modified Date, Created By, Modified By, 
Content Approval Status & Comments fields from the source documents to another

You can 

download the file from the website (http://www.vyapin.com) / Downloads section. 

 

Once you have downloaded and saved the installation file on your hard disk, you can 

launch the installation process. The installation is a sequence of dialog windows with a 

brief description of what do at each step. In the following, we offer an explanation for 

each dialog window:

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5.2. Task Manager 

 
XPlica for SharePoint 2007 uses a task oriented interface to manage the document and 
metadata migration tasks in SharePoint. XPlica Task Manager in the main application 
window will help you manage XPlica migration tasks and their corresponding task 
history. XPlica Task Manager provides menus and tools to work with the migration tasks 
in a simple and elegant manner. 
 

 
 
 
XPlica Task Manager contains a standard menu bar and toolbar along with four panes to 
manage XPlica migration task effectively: 
 
Task List pane  
Task Properties pane  
Task Details pane  
Task History pane 
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5.3. Standard menu bar and toolbar 

 

 
Standard menu bar and toolbar contain all the commands (or actions) to work with a 
XPlica import task 

 

 
 
 

5.4. Task List 

 
Task List pane contains all migration tasks created by the user. Task related operations 
such as Edit Task, Copy Task, Delete Task and Run Now can be performed based on 
the selected task in the Task List pane. The remaining panes will change their content 
based on the selected task. Total task count will be displayed at the top of the banner. 

 

 
 

5.5. Task Properties 

 
Task Properties pane displays the information about the currently selected task in Task 
List pane. It provides information about Task Name, Task Type, Created On and Last 
Modified On. If the currently selected task is setup to run using a Windows Scheduled 
Task (setup to run at a scheduled time), then the Task Properties adds additional 
information about schedule task such as Run As and Last Run status etc. 
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5.6. Task Details 

 
Task Details pane displays the task settings about currently selected task in Task List 
pane. 
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5.7. Task History 

 
Task History pane maintains every task run information as a list. It displays the required 
information about task execution status. It displays Task's Start Time, End Time, 
Elapsed Time and Remarks. 
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6) XPlica Special Cases 

 

6.1. Updating System Dates 

 
XPlica updates SharePoint System Dates (Created Date and Last Modified Date) fields 
for both folders and files in SharePoint from any one of the following sources using 
XPlica Web Services component:   
 
Å Original Created Date and Last Modified Date from source SharePoint library  
Å Assign from external metadata file 
 
XPlica Web Services allows the user to update the system date fields by running XPlica 
for SharePoint 2007 on a client computer / workstation. 
 
In order to update System Dates from a client computer, XPlica provides two application 
components stated below:  
 
Á XPlica for SharePoint 2007 application - must be installed on a Windows XP (or) 

Windows Vista (or) Windows Server 2003 computer 
Á XPlica Web Services component - must be installed on a Windows Server 2003 

running Microsoft Office SharePoint Server 2007 or Windows SharePoint 
Services 3.0 (32-bit or 64-bit platform) 

 
For more information, please visit the System Requirements. 
 
XPlica Web Services must be installed in all the destination SharePoint servers that 
require the date fields to be assigned. 
 
Á Use XPlica2007_WebServices_x86.msi in order to install in 32-bit Windows 

Server 2003 
Á Use XPlica2007_WebServices_x64.msi in order to install in 64-bit Windows 

Server 2003 
 
If necessary, reset IIS, by using IISRESET /noforce for the changes to take place in the 
SharePoint server. 
 
You can install XPlica application in the same SharePoint server or any client computer 
running Windows XP or Windows Vista, regardless of platform architecture (32-bit or 64-
bit platforms). 
 
To update the date fields, follow the steps given below: 
 
1. In XPlica application, create a task using Migrate files and metadata using the 

browse option in XPlica Task Options dialog as shown below and click OK. 
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 Note: You can also use Migrate files and metadata using a batch descriptor file 
option to update these date fields from remote machine. The requirement of updating 
date fields is same as the first task option. In this section, we are using the first task 
option - Migrate files and metadata using the browse option to describe how to use 
XPlica Task Wizard to update the system date fields successfully. 
 
 
2. Specify source SharePoint URL and destination SharePoint URL of a site / library / 

folder location to perform the migration. Specify the users credentials to connect to the 
destination SharePoint URL specified in Step Number: SharePoint destination location 
step in XPlica Task Wizard.  
 
XPlica expects the user name specified in SharePoint Login dialog / user account 
specified in the Run As parameter in the scheduled task to be a: 
 
Á Member of administrators group in the local server and remote SQL Server (or)  
Á Application pool user account (or)  
Á Owner of the site where the destination library resides 

 
in order to migrate the date fields successfully. 
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3. Proceed with steps provided in XPlica Task Wizard. 
  
4. When XPlica connects to a XPlica Web Services enabled SharePoint server, the System 

Dates step will appear as shown in the screen below: 
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  Note: System Date Fields wizard step will be skipped if XPlica Web Services is not 

installed in the destination SharePoint server. 
  
 You can assign the system date fields for folders and/or files. Select Created Date and 

Last Modified Date fields checkbox for folders and/or files as appropriate and select one 
of the options given below: 
 

a. Assign from source - XPlica will propagate the original Created Date and Last Modified 
Date fields as available in the source SharePoint library. 
  

b, Assign from metadata file - The date fields can be assigned from the external 
metadata file by including the respective date field columns (e.g., Created_Date, 
Last_Mod_Date) in the metadata file. The date mask specified in Step Number: 
External Reference File will be used to parse the date value. If the metadata value is 
unavailable, invalid or in case XPlica is unable to parse the date value correctly, the 
current migration date / time will be assigned automatically by default. 
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6.2. Updating System Users 

 
XPlica updates SharePoint system users (Created By and Last Modified By) fields for 
both folders and/or files in SharePoint from any one of the following sources using 
XPlica Web Services component:  
 
Å User specified username for all folders and/or files 
Å Assign from source SharePoint library 
Å Assign from an external reference file 
 
XPlica Web Services allows the user to update the system user fields by running XPlica 
for SharePoint 2007 on a client computer or workstation.  
 
In order to update System Dates from a client computer, XPlica provides two application 
components stated below:  
 
Á XPlica for SharePoint 2007 application - must be installed on a Windows XP (or) 

Windows Vista (or) Windows Server 2003 computer 
 
Á XPlica Web Services component - must be installed on a Windows Server 2003 

running Microsoft Office SharePoint Server 2007 or Windows SharePoint 
Services 3.0 (32-bit or 64-bit platform)

2. Specify source SharePoint URL and destination SharePoint URL to perform the 

migration. Specify the users credentials to connect to the SharePoint URL specified in 
Step Number: SharePoint destination location step in XPlica Task Wizard. 
 

 XPlica expects the user name specified in SharePoint Login dialog / user account 
specified in the Run As parameter in the scheduled task to be a: 
 

 Á Member of administrators group in the local server and remote SQL Server (or)  
Á Application pool user account (or)  
Á Owner of the site where the destination library resides  

 
in order to migrate the user fields successfully. 
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3. Proceed with the steps provided in XPlica task Wizard. 

  
4. When XPlica connects to XPlica Web Services enabled SharePoint server, the System 

Users step will appear as shown in the screen below: 
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  Note: System Users Fields wizard step will be disabled if XPlica Web Services is not 

installed in the destination SharePoint server. 

  

 You can assign the system user fields - Created By and Modified By for folders and/or 
files. Select Created By and Modified By fields checkbox for folders and/or files as 
appropriate and select one of the options given below: 
 

a. Assign from source - The user fields can be assigned from the source SharePoint 
library. If the user fields are invalid or if the user is unavailable, SharePoint by default will 
set the user to the user account performing the migration task. 

  

b. Specify user name - The specified user value will be assigned to the respective user 
fields. Select the user value format from User Value Format option to search the User ID 
in the site users list for the specified user value. The default format of the user account is 
the user login name (DOMAIN\USER). 

  

c. Assign from metadata file - The user fields can be assigned from the external 
reference file by including the respective user field columns (e.g., Created_By, 
Modified_By) in the metadata file. If the user fields are invalid or if the user is 
unavailable, SharePoint by default will set the user to the user account performing the 
migration task. 

  

 User value can be in any one of the following formats: 

  

 Login name: Login name of the user in domain\username format e.g., 
XPlicaDomain\user1 
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Display Name: Display name of the user e.g., John Doe 
E-mail address: E-mail address of the user in someone@example.com format 

  

5. Specify the action to be taken, if the specified user does not exist in the destination 
library: 
 

 Do not migrate file - XPlica will not migrate file if the user specified does not exist in the 
destination library.  
 

 Use SharePoint default - XPlica will migrate the document and will set the user to the 
user account performing the migration task.

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7) XPlica Task Management 

 

7.1. How to get started with XPlica for SharePoint 2007 

 
 
In order to migrate the contents successfully from one SharePoint environment to 
another SharePoint environment using XPlica, you need to ensure the following things 
before commencing the migration process for the best results: 
 

1. Versioning Settings should be identical in both source SharePoint library and 
destination SharePoint library. 

  

2. Content Approval - In order to carry forward the content approval status of the 
document and its version history while performing migration, the destination library 
should have the same Content Approval settings in the source and destination 
libraries. It plays vital role to keep the version numbering in destination as in source. 
For this, the destination SharePoint server has to be featured with XPlica Web 
Service component that is shipped with XPlica application package. 

  

3. Document Version History - In order to maintain the version history for all 
documents being migrated to the destination library, the destination library must 
have Document Version History option enabled like the source library. The major 
and minor (draft) versions settings must be identical to achieve the desired results 
in the migration process. If the source SharePoint library belongs to a SharePoint 
2003 environment, it is recommended to select Create major versions option in the 
destination SharePoint 2007 library so as to keep the version numbering alike. 

  

4. Library Columns and their respective data types should be identical in both source 
SharePoint library and destination SharePoint library. In order to update the 
SharePoint column values in the destination library with the respective source 
SharePoint library column values, you must create the required columns (to be 
updated) in the destination SharePoint library as in source library. The destination 
library column's name and its type should exactly match the source library column, 
since XPlica updates the column value in the destination only if the columns are 
identical. You may use any column type in destination library, if the column value 
provide by source SharePoint can be stored in the new column type. For example, 
'Date and Time' column value can be stored in 'Single Line Text' column type 
available in SharePoint. 

  

5. Content Types should be available in destination SharePoint library. In order to 
assign the content type for a document during migration, you need to create the 
required Content Types upfront in the destination library and associate the required 
SharePoint columns to the respective content type. If the equivalent source content 
type is not available in the destination SharePoint library, XPlica will assign the 
default content type of the destination library to the document being migrated. 

  

XPlica simplifies the document migration process by catering to different migration 
requirements of an organization under the following two task options: 
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a. Migrate folders & files and metadata - Migrate folders and documents along with 
metadata to another SharePoint library based on the folders / documents added by 
the user using XPlica user interface. This task option is ideally suited for bulk 
migration of documents with unique metadata to multiple libraries in a SINGLE SITE 
COLLECTION. 

b. Migrate documents from a batch descriptor file - Migrate folders and documents 
along with metadata to another SharePoint library based on the sequential entries 
in the batch descriptor file. This task option is ideally suited for bulk migration of 
documents with the same or unique metadata to multiple libraries residing in 
DIFFERENT WEB APPLICATIONS with ease. 
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7.2. How to create new task 

 
 
You can create a task to migrate folders / files from one SharePoint Library to another 
SharePoint Library. XPlica facilitates migrating documents and its associated metadata 
to a SharePoint library using the following migration methods: 
  
a. Migrate files and metadata using the browse option: Migrate folders and files 

along with metadata to a SharePoint 2007 library based on the folders/files 
manually added by the user using the XPlica user interface. 
 

b. Migrate files and metadata using a batch descriptor file: Migrate folders and 
files along with metadata to a SharePoint 2007 library based on the entries defined 
in the descriptor file. XPlica processes the files in the order in which they appear in 
the batch descriptor file.
